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Downloading a File

Step 1: Create a Download Folder
The first step in downloading from the Internet, is to

create a folder where you will always save your down-
loaded files. This will help you to locate the file once it is
downloaded into your computer. To create a new folder
(directory) called C:\Download using Windows Ex-
plorer, highlight your C: drive, and then click on these
menu items, one after the other: File | New > Folder.
When a folder entitled New Folder is created, rename it
“Download”.

Note: A word about distinguishing between the
Windows Explorer and Microsoft Internet Explorer. The
Windows Explorer is the system tool that helps you
examine and access your entire computer; files; directo-
ries; drives; desktop, etc. In contrast, Microsoft Internet
Explorer is the browser you can use to surf the Web.

Step 2: Download a File Using Your Browser
Microsoft Internet Explorer (MSIE), Netscape

Communicator, Opera, and other browsers work in
similar ways. After you click the Download Now button,
a small window will open and ask you, “What would
you like to do with this file?” or something similar.
Simply click on the “Save it to disk” or “Save” choice,
and then click OK. When the familiar “Save As” win-
dow appears, use it to navigate to your newly created
C:\download folder and click “Save.” Watch and wait
until the file has finished downloading. Problems? Some
older versions of MSIE may require that you right-click
on “Download Now,” and select “Save Target As” to be
able to begin the process described above.

Step 3: Prepare Your File for Installation
Although some files end in .exe and automatically

install or explode into many files, many of the files you
will download end in .zip. Since programs almost always
include more than one file, think of the trouble it would
be to download many files just to get one program to
install. A zip file, also referred to as an archive, is an
individual file that has files stored within it. When multiple

files are combined into one zip file, they are also com-
pressed in size, which has the further benefit of saving
hard drive space and shortening download time. To
open a .zip file, you will need a program that will unzip
the file for you. The most common program for this is
WinZip. If you do not already have WinZip, follow these
instructions to install the proper version.

Step 4: Download and Install WinZip
Go to www,winzip.com and download the

shareware version of WinZip. (Note from Dave: This
version of WinZip is shareware; registration costs $29.)
Put it in your computer’s C:\download folder. The
WinZip file is in the form of an .exe that can be run and
installed without any additional steps.

Congratulations!
You’ve successfully downloaded a file, and a whole

new world is available to you now! The Internet is a
great source for finding software gems. By tapping into
the Web’s motherlode of software, you can try pro-
grams to see if you like them before laying out that hard
earned cash, and keep your favorite programs up to
date by learning to download and install their latest
versions.

Step 5: Install your file
Double-click on winzip 81.exe to install WinZip,

then follow the easy step-by-step installation instruc-
tions. We suggest you take all of the suggested default
settings and scan all your drives for favorite folders.
WinZip can then easily access your C:\download
directory for the next step. STOP when you reach the
“WinZip Wizard - Welcome” window, and proceed with
the next instruction. WinZip has probably been set up to
launch using wizards, which are interfaces designed to
make it easier to use new programs. They present each
step in a series of separate windows, with options and
decisions for you to make before you click Next to
proceed.

Step 6: How To Handle .exe Files
As we mentioned at the beginning of Step 3, you will

find files ending in both .zip and .exe. You will find that
.exe files are even easier to handle than .zip files! If you
downloaded and installed WinZip earlier in this exercise,

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XP or Vista?

From talking with our members, it seems that quite a
number of you with older computers running Win98 or
ME are in a quandary as to whether to go ahead and
buy a new computer now with XP or try to hold out until
Vista arrives on the scene. As Jim and I tell our mem-
bers when asking for buying advice, it’s a personal
choice you have to make depending on your needs and
your budget.  We can, however, provide some general
information to help you choose, so read on.

XP certainly is superior to Windows 98 or ME,
especially now that 98 and ME are no longer supported.
Microsoft will probably continue to support XP for 4 or
5 more years (but no one can say for certain on that
one). XP, even with its vulnerabilities, is a very stable
operating system. Jim and I are both running XP Pro
and have been satisfied with its performance overall. I
have been doing a lot of reading on Vista and, from the
information available, feel that it will be superior to XP,
but not everyone will require all of the features that will
be included in the full version of Vista.

So given that information, here are some choices:

Current Computer with 98 or ME: If you are
currently running Windows 98 or ME and don’t want to
spend a lot of money next year for a new computer with
Vista, you may want to go ahead and buy a new com-
puter with XP soon. The Back-To-School prices for
computers right now are very enticing. Certainly, the
newer computers next year running Vista will cost
substantially more because of the increased hardware
requirements.

If you would like to upgrade to a new computer with
XP now and have minimum needs only using your
computer for email and surfing the Internet, and do not
plan to upgrade to the Vista operating system down the
road, a budget-priced computer with a Celeron or
Sempron processor may suit your needs, even though
you would have fewer upgrade options in the future.

If you would like to upgrade to a new computer with
XP now and may wish to upgrade to Vista later on and
also have higher needs such as working with digital
photos and editing programs, spreadsheets, databases,
powershows. etc., you should consider spending a little
more to get a Pentium or Athlon processor.  I would
recommend a bare minimum of 512Mb of memory
(RAM) if you are working with multimedia (photos/
music/movies/radio) for now but you should plan to add
another 512Mb of memory when you upgrade to Vista.

If you are wondering about the minimum require-
ments for upgrading your current computer to Vista, the
following information was taken from the Microsoft
website:

Windows Vista Minimum Supported System Re-
quirements

PCs that meet the minimum supported system
requirements will be able to run the core features of
Windows Vista with the basic user experience.

Processor                 800 MHz 32-bit (x86) or
64-bit (x64) processor
System Memory       512 MB
GPU                         SVGA (800x600)
(GPU means Graphics Processing Unit, or in
other words, Monitor)
Graphics Memory    (not stated, although I have
 heard a minimum of 128Mb)
HDD                         20 GB (Hard Drive)
HDD Free Space     15 GB
Optical Drive            CD-ROM drive

Keep in mind that the above specs are for running
the BASIC version of Vista and not the fully functional
version which has a multitude of new features. Although
Microsoft is currently stating that Vista will run with
512Mb of RAM at a minimum, I would make certain
the computer could be upgraded to 1GB of RAM.
Minimum requirements are just that – bare bones
minimum – and I would recommend that your computer
exceed these minimums. Vista is currently in the Beta2
stage and is nearing (so they say) finalization before
debut, but that does not mean that the system require-
ments stated here won’t change by the time the system is
ready to sell, so stay tuned on that.
