What Goes Around - Comes Around

First a look back, because it relates to what is
coming. In the mid 1990s Netscape introduced the
world to its Web browser software, a commercial
version of Mosaic. They recognized that the World
Wide Web was going to move a significant portion of
computing activity from the desktop to the internet. At
the beginning, Netscape held more than 95 percent of
the then newly developing Web browser market. This
probably would not have been a big concern to
Microsoft, but Netscape had started talking about - and
working with partners on - a new Web-browser cen-
tered interface that would bypass the desktop OS as the
platform within which all application software would run.
(If that sounds like Chrome OS, it was. Google’s
Chrome OS is not a new idea).

Microsoft had focused it’s total attention to the
desktop environment. The internet had been an area that
they totally ignored. Finally, they entered the browser
market and struggled for several years against Netscape
head to head with its own browser. Microsoft finally
offered its browser free to users of Windows.

But what signaled Netscape’s doom and made
Microsoft shift strategies - was not its struggle to com-
pete with Netscape’s dominance in the browser segment
- minuscule in dollar value when compared to desktop
software. Microsoft was concerned with Netscape’s
proposal of a totally Web-centric applications environ-
ment in which developers would write their software to
run under the browser without the intervention of the OS
altogether

It’s Coming Around Again

No, not Netscape. Netscape is no more, but its
browser still survives as the open source Firefox.
(IMHO, a better browser than Internet Explorer) But, a
new Web-browser centered interface that would bypass
the desktop operating system as the platform within

which all application software would run is coming, -
Google’s Chrome OS. If you doubt that this change will
occur, let’s look at a few statistics.

Recent cloud computing research indicates that
approximately 68% of online users use some form of
cloud computing. Cloud Computing being defined as any
web based activities that involves storing data and/or
accessing online applications (such as webmail services,
services that involve the storing of personal photos,
videos, computer files or applications such as Google
Documents. 51% of Internet users, who have done a
cloud computing activity, say the major reasons are
convenience, flexibility, and ease of deployment. 41% of
cloud users say the major reason they use these applica-
tions in a cloud computing environment is because of the
ability to access data from any computer or remote
location. 39% cite the ease of sharing information as the
top reason.

So, consumers have started switching with their
current hardware and browser. You, the consumer, are
the primary tipping point and momentum behind the
coming change. A recent Business Week article said that
the move toward cloud computing “signals a fundamen-
tal shift in how we handle information.”

The article compared the cloud computing trend to
the move to electricity a century ago. Companies
stopped having to produce their own energy and instead
began plugging in to an electricity grid. People will one
day use the cloud the way they use electricity - without
giving it much thought. For you, the change means being
able to access personal resources like documents, email,
data, and services that were inputted on a computer
located in your home or office through a laptop on the
beach, or with an iPhone or Blackberry in the dentist’s
waiting room.

At the recent Computex, items on display included
prototypes of “mobile internet devices”, which sit
somewhere between smart-phones and netbooks, “net-
tops” (tiny desktops) and “all-in-ones” with touch-
screens instead of keyboards. Netbooks have acquired
many frills and mutated into new forms. However, the
theory behind them endures: computers do not need to
be stuffed with the latest whizz-bang technology if they

have a high-speed connection to the “cloud” of services
available online.

At Computex firms showed devices equipped with
WiMAX, a new wireless technology that allows for fast,
ubiquitous wireless connections. It is this combination of
connectivity and cloud computing that makes netbooks
and their successors so disruptive. Netbooks and similar
devices could weaken Microsoft and Intel, which have
so far dominated the PC industry and extracted most of
the profits. To keep Linux off most netbooks, Microsoft
has had to discount Windows XP from $40-45 per copy
to $10-15.

This time around, Microsoft is not contending with a
recent IPO (Netscape) but with Google, who has over
$17 billion in cash and short-term investments, Google
has more than enough funding to support the new OS,
and its own domination of the Web search engine
market also gives it a strong platform to successfully
compete with Microsoft. In the world of Cloud Com-
puting the current clouds are “storm clouds”.

Twelve members attended the November 2, 2009
meeting of the Software SIG at the SMC Bundy Cam-
pus..

The main topic of the evening was centered on using
Microsoft Excel to extract financial information from the
Yahoo! site. Gilbert Ialongo started the evening talking
about Excel add-ins. Add-ins are little libraries that link
with Excel and add specific functionality to that applica-
tion.

Excel is deployed with a number of add-ins but they
are not activated by default. To connect to the Internet
and download data from a web site the Internet Assis-
tant VBA add-in is required. The LACS laptop did not
have this utility activated. To activate it, Gilbert opened
Excel, clicked on Tools, selected Add-Ins, checked the
check box to the left of Internet Assistant VBA and
finally clicked OK. Next Gilbert navigated to the
http://www.gummy-stuff.org/Yahoo-data.htm  site.

Here one can find three spreadsheets capable of
extracting financial data from Yahoo! He downloaded
the first spreadsheet called Yahoo.xls and opened it in
Excel. The web site also contains information on how to
use the spreadsheets and some caveats. Inputs to
Yahoo.xls consist of a list of stock symbols for which
data is to be downloaded and a  set of parameters that
the quote.yahoo.com site requires to specify the actual
information to be retrieved. The list of possible param-
eters is quite large approaching about 90 parameters. A
button labeled “Download Data” is present in the
spreadsheet. Clicking on it retrieves the requested
information for the specified stocks and neatly displays
the information.

As supplied, the spreadsheet displays the name, the
last closing price, the daily volume, the day’s high value,
the day’s low value, the date, the P/E ratio and the 200-
day moving average. Yahoo.xls performs its activities
using a little program written in VBA (Visual basic for

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Applications). VBA is an integral part of Excel and all
other Microsoft Office applications. As supplied,
Yahoo.xls does not display properly the downloaded
data when a stock name contains a comma (for instance:
AutoDesk, Inc.). To fix this problem, Gilbert modified
the associated VBA program and showed how
Yahoo.xls worked before and after the fix.

The site http://www.gummystuff. org/ is a treasure
chest of financial information and spreadsheets. The
reader is encouraged to take a look.

After the break, Gilbert showed a program to
simplify the installation of some of the most used and
useful free programs. This is actually not a program,
everything is done from the www.ninite.com website.
This site lists more than 60 programs grouped by
categories. Next to each program there is a check box.
The user checks all the boxes corresponding to the
programs he/she desires and clicks on “Get Installer”. At
this point the installer takes over. The requested pro-
grams are downloaded and installed without any further
user intervention. Best of all, all apps are installed with
default settings and all requests to accept browser
toolbars and other junk are denied. Ninite runs on
Windows XP/Vista/7 and works in the background
100% hands-free. Only the latest versions of the chosen
apps are installed. Not even Ninite needs to be installed.
This program is most useful after buying a new com-
puter, upgrading the operating system or resetting the
computer to the state it was when it was bought.

One program on the list of www.ninite.com website
is Cute PDF. Paula downloaded it and installed it. It
allows you to create a PDF file from a Word document.
When installed it shows up as a printer. To create a PDF
file, click on file/print and select Cute PDF as the printer.
It will create the PDF file with the same filename. The
program however is very limited. Then Paula showed a
better one: PDF Creator from the website:

http://www.sourceforge.net.
It has many more options to choose from. One of

them is select the Adobe Acrobat reader to open the file
after it has been created. You can create PDF files from
different applications. It even lets you email the PDF file
directly from the program.

Continued from Page 6 Use Caution When Upgrading to
Windows 7

A few weeks ago I wrote a column about how to
determine if your computer could be satisfactorily
upgraded to Windows 7. I mentioned Microsoft’s
Windows 7 Upgrade Advisor, and Windows 7 Compat-
ibility Center, which should be run prior to any installa-
tion in order to determine hardware and software
compatibility with Windows 7. I ran both of those
utilities on my three month old Vista Home Premium 64
machine, and found that my hardware was compatible
with Windows 7, and that some of my software needed
to be updated, which I did. Rerunning both Microsoft
utilities after making the recommended changes indicated
that my computer hardware and software should run on
Windows 7, and that no listed incompatibilities re-
mained. With peace of mind that I should have no
problems upgrading to Windows 7, I eagerly awaited
the free upgrade discs that I had ordered under
Microsoft’s and my manufacturer’s “Free Upgrade to
Windows 7” offer for eligible computers.

A few days after Microsoft’s much promoted rollout
of Windows 7, my upgrade discs arrived in the mail. The
envelope actually contained two DVDs, one the
manufacturer’s “Upgrade Advisor”, the other
Microsoft’s “Windows 7 Home Premium Upgrade”
complete with hologram and product key. Also in the
envelope was a poster sized, multi-lingual, instruction
sheet with detailed upgrade instructions. Knowing from
past experience on my older computers (XP to Vista), it
may take several hours to complete the upgrade I
waited until the weekend when I might have the time to
dedicate to the upgrade.

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One of my most frequently used computing expres-
sions is “Backup! Backup!, and Backup!”. Prior to
installing Windows 7, I made a set of Vista recovery
DVDs, and a redundant backup of all of my critical data
files. I can not understate the critical importance of this
backup process, and that it is absolutely imperative to
have a good current backup. If you have the software
and media to make an image backup, which is a digital
image of your entire hard drive that can be restored in
the event of catastrophic failure, do it. This could be
very useful, as it can restore the operating system, data,
and all programs if necessary. The fact that I do have
good backups may be my savior. I was heartened by the
fact that the computer magazines and blogs were heavy
with stories of successful upgrades and the high level of
preliminary satisfaction that users had with their new
Windows 7 upgrades.

After ensuring that I had good backups, I then
proceeded to follow the upgrade instructions provided
with my discs, and first ran the manufacturer’s “Upgrade
Advisor”. It also ran the Windows 7 Upgrade Advisor
(no problems found), and installed some updated
Windows 7 drivers for the factory hardware. When
completed, I was instructed to insert the Windows 7
Upgrade DVD.

The Windows 7 Upgrade DVD ran for a while and
detected some factory installed software, mostly games
and a few obsolete Microsoft utilities, that I was in-
structed to uninstall. The computer then rebooted back
to my Vista Home Premium 64, and the list of items to
uninstall appeared in a file on my desktop. I used my
Revo Uninstaller, and uninstalled those items being sure
to do a complete uninstall including any fragments and
leftover registry entries.

I then restarted the computer and re-ran the Win-
dows 7 Upgrade setup, as directed.

The computer ran for several hours, as I occasion-
ally monitored its progress. There were no difficulties or
anomalies so far, and as things were now running
smoothly, I felt assured that I would shortly have the
new Windows 7 Home Premium 64 installed on my
computer. After running for nearly six hours, and com-
pleting an indicated 72% of the upgrade process, a

window popped up which said that the install could not
continue as my hard drive was full. That struck me as
very odd, and a sense of disbelief came over me, as I
knew that I had well over 500 gigs of available hard
drive space prior to the upgrade! I was instructed by the
upgrade software to restart my computer, and that my
Vista would then be restored. Other than the annoyance
of wasting six hours of my life on a failed upgrade, along
with a modicum of disgust, I removed the Windows 7
DVD from the drive, and rebooted the computer. This is
when thing went terribly wrong.

During the reboot process, I was greeted with a
black window with white print that offered two options;
repair Windows 7, or restore my Vista. I selected the
restore option, and the computer booted into Windows
7 (not Vista), and as it was loading a popup appeared
that said, “The computer restarted unexpectedly or
encountered an unexpected error”, and instructed me to
reboot. I rebooted, selected the restore function, and the
same popup error appeared. I rebooted again, but this
time selected the “Repair Windows 7” option, and the
system loaded identically as before. I selected a variety
of the Windows 7 repair options, ran them, rebooted,
and the same error appeared. I put the Windows 7
Upgrade DVD in the drive, and ran the setup again, only
to be greeted with the same error at the same place in
the process. I tried over a dozen permutations of
rebooting and selecting options, including a variety of
repair options off of the Windows 7 repair menu, but
always had the same error when rebooting. This became
an infinite loop. Despite Microsoft’s claims that Vista
would be restored if the upgrade failed, the system
would not restore my Vista, and the Windows 7 failed to
install. Now I was left with a useless computer that
would not load anything. I did finally boot off of a Linux
CD, and saw that my files all appeared to be intact. With
some difficulty, I was able to then boot off of my Spinrite
CD, and did a thorough hard drive check; my hard drive
was intact and undamaged.

Next, with growing frustration approaching anger, I
went online with my trusty old XP computer (the same
one that I am using to type this). I went to the Microsoft
Windows7 support forums, and found that I was far
from alone. The Windows 7 forum “Install, Upgrade,
Activate” had over 6,000 threads, and almost 25,000

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messages. One forum, “Windows 7 - Upgrade Unsuc-
cessful -Reboot Loop” had a post from Michael, a
Microsoft support engineer. It says, “Hello, For those
who have attempted to perform an upgrade to Windows
7 and encounter a reboot loop, Microsoft is aware of
this issue and is currently being investigated.” It then
provided a link to another forum, but at least I had some
assurance that Microsoft was aware of the problem with
the “Microsoft is aware of this issue” statement. That
forum then linked to another forum, with the same title
“Windows 7 - Upgrade Unsuccessful -Reboot Loop”.
That forum, which Microsoft “locked” (closed to new
posts) has dozens of posts similar to mine, where users
are complaining about the infinite loop reboot problem,
and the failure to restore Vista. It appears that there may
be two distinct and different issues involving the loop
problem. Several dozen of the posts all indicated that
their computer locked up at 62% of the install process,
and many of them had purchased the student upgrade to
Windows 7, and downloaded the upgrade. For these
unhappy users, Microsoft has offered an updated
download file for them to use to reinstall Windows 7.
Many other users, me included, had an authentic
Microsoft Upgrade DVD which we used for the install,
and all of us encountered the same problem. Microsoft
posted a few suggestions on possible fixes, but from the
user responses, these have not been successful. It was
immaterial if the user was updating a desktop computer
like mine, or a laptop, the failure was the same. Some of
the users were so frustrated that they chose to do a full
install, rather than an upgrade, which did indeed work,
but it wiped out all of their programs and data files which
would have been preserved had the upgrade install
worked as promised. It is of little solace to me and
thousands of other users with crippled computers that
the vast majority of those performing upgrades com-
pleted them successfully. I guess that we were just the
unlucky few.

It is not just the Vista Home Premium users that
have encountered this problem, but users of other
editions as well. In the Microsoft forums “Vista x64
Ultimate to Windows 7 Ultimate upgrade failing” an IT
professional who was upgrading several computers
encountered a similar problem with the Ultimate up-
grade.

Several of the computer magazines and independent
support forums have had readers complain with the
identical issues, and inquiries to Microsoft have
resultedin a “we are aware of the problem and we are
working to find a solution”. Some of the independent
support boards also have members trying to find a
solution, but so far none have been found that can either
restore our computers to the way they were prior to the
upgrade (Vista), or allow the Windows 7 upgrade to
complete.

The one saving grace is that I do have a Vista
backup so I can be up and running again on my newer
computer, but according to the Microsoft forums, many
users did not create a backup prior to installing the
Windows 7 Upgrade. Unless Microsoft comes up with a
fix, these users will likely lose all of their programs and
files, an unsatisfactory outcome. Once again, this dem-
onstrates that it is absolutely imperative to have and
maintain a contemporary backup of all critical data files,
and preferably an image backup which can restore the
computer to an earlier state complete with all programs
and files.

Most users who have installed the upgrade editions
of Windows 7 to compatible computers had great
success, but for the few, maybe thousands, of us who
had a catastrophic failure during the upgrade process,
we are not happy campers. Can I recommend the
Windows 7 Upgrade to users with compatible comput-
ers? Generally yes, as the benefits of Windows 7 appear
to outweigh the foibles of Vista, but I will only make that
recommendation with one proviso; be absolutely certain
to have a good backup before attempting the upgrade. I
am thankful that I have a good backup. If someone
wants to do a clean install, meaning that they are install-
ing Windows 7 to an empty or reformatted hard drive
that is fine, as there have been very few problems with a
clean install reported in the forums.

I will continue to monitor the Microsoft support
forums hoping for a satisfactory resolution of this prob-
lem. In the meantime, remember, “Backup! Backup!,
Backup!”

Almost everyone needs a little
help with Word 2007

Bear with me while I quote John Dvorak from his
August 2008 PC Magazine column, then I will tell you
what my point is.

Regarding Vista, he said: “Vista isn’t completely
unusable; It’s simply hard to use. Menus have been
reorganized for no apparent reason, features of XP
appear to be missing or need to be turned on from some
remote directory, and basic functions are now obfus-
cated.

“In a nutshell, Vista manages to be more compli-
cated than XP, performs more poorly than XP, and is
more expensive than XP.”

Now, substitute Word 2007 for Vista and Word
2003 for XP and my point is made. Compared with
Word 2003, Word 2007 is an involuntary learning
experience for anyone already proficient in Word and
productive with one or more of the features. To name a
couple I use often, are: Mail Merge, tables, labels, and
fields. But, first users have to discover where basics like
Help, Save As, Print and Close are.

To say Word 2007 has a steep learning curve may
not scare everyone. But, to say it has a steep learning
curve for experienced Word users should scare every-
one, as well as be a cause for serious concern.

Unfortunately, I didn’t fully understand how an
Office 2007 upgrade for Office 2003 functioned. If you
haven’t taken the step, yet, let me caution you. The
upgrade wipes out Office 2003 and you cannot down-
grade. I believe this step was automatically taken by

the installation. Perhaps with a full version, you
would be given a choice to install the newer version into
another directory, leaving the older version intact.

The first thing you notice when you open Word
2007 is the highly touted “ribbon.” Nine tabs take the
place of menu items across the top of the window. The
tabs do not have the same names as the old menu items.
In fact, a couple of the tab categories—Home, Refer-
ences and Add-Ins—are enigmatic. And as they say on
“Dancing With The Stars,” the tabs “are in no particular
order.”

Clicking on a tab opens a segmented toolbar of
options across the top of the window that relate to that
tab’s category. Although you may want to add to or
rearrange the commands on the Ribbon or change or
remove a command or group on the Ribbon — as you
might have done with the menu and toolbar of earlier
Word versions — you cannot.

And, you can forget about being able to revert to
Word’s old style toolbars and menus. But, Microsoft
helpfully advises that if you are fluent in XML program-
ming code, you can add tabs to the Ribbon.

In Photoshop, the ribbon concept is intuitive and
natural, and actually speeds up productivity. In Word, it
can be chaotic and time-wasting.

Now, that you have this background in mind, you
will better understand the images and steps that follow
which is a short tutorial for simplifying Word 2007. My
suggestion for anyone using the new Word version is to
first set it up to make the features you need easy to
locate.

With that in mind, I’ll show you how to create a
custom toolbar for the tasks that you need to perform
most often. It will help to take the aggravation and time-
wasting practice of hunting around and calling on Help to
figure out where things are and how to use them.

Incidently, speaking of Help, here’s a tip. When you
need to turn to Help, don’t look for a tab or menu item.
Just as in the old days of DOS, you must press the F1
key to make it appear!

In the upper left corner of the Word window is a

round Windows logo, called the Microsoft Office
Button. It will remind you of the Start button in Win-
dows. Click on this button, it is a kind of command
center temporarily until you get Word customized the
way you want it. Or, it’s possible, you may prefer to use
it, rather than the Quick Access Toolbar. (Nah.)

The Quick Access Toolbar is just to the right of the
Microsoft Office Button. It can be likened to the Quick
Launch Toolbar in Windows. (Do you see a pattern
here?)

When you first open Word, the Quick Access
Toolbar is empty. Click on the down arrow a slight
distance away from the Microsoft Office Button. A
dropdown list appears, similar to the ones you saw at
the end of toolbars in Word 2003. It contains many of
the general commands that you might use frequently.

Click on the commands that you want to be on the
Quick Launch, er… Quick Access Toolbar. The icons
will be added to the bar and available to you with one
click.

It’s almost too easy isn’t it? Well, keep in mind that
with this Word version, whatever effort you save in one
area, you are going to earn by working harder some-
where else.

You may want to fill in the basic commands on the
Quick Access Toolbar with different commands not on
the dropdown list. In that case, right click on the down
arrow for the dropdown menu and go to More Com-
mands… at the bottom. There are five categories, so
click through them to see what they offer. You’ll be
surprised. In each category, there are dozens of com-
mands for just about any task and circumstance.

When you find a command you want to use, click to
select it in the left window (see screenshot below) and
click on the Add button with the arrows to move it to the
right window.

Alternatively, you can click on the Microsoft Office
Button. At the bottom of the dialog box click on Word

Options. Then, in the list that appears on the left, click
on Customize.

A familiar box with a double window will open. It is
the same box that you can open from the down arrow
next to the Quick Access Toolbar.

My Quick Access Toolbar has several preset
command buttons and one macro that I recorded (to
add the pathname to the bottom of documents). Without
intentionally doing so, I nearly recreated the Standard
Toolbar offered in earlier versions of Word.

The commands that I found useful to add were
Open, Blank Page, Save, Undo, Redo, Page Setup,
Print Preview, Print, Show/Hide, PathName (the
macro), and Close.

Although a couple of the commands are available by
clicking on the Microsoft Office Button, it is still faster
and less distracting to have them at the top of the
window and only one click away, rather two or more.

What The Heck Is A WUBI?

The Windows-based Ubuntu Installer (WUBI) is a
program that allows you to install and remove Ubuntu-
Linux from within Microsoft Windows (98, 2000, XP,
Vista, or Windows 7). WUBI automatically creates a
dualboot option that lets a Microsoft Windows user try
Ubuntu without risking any data loss due to disk format-
ting or partitioning.Normally, installing Ubuntu or any
version of Linux on a system that is also running Win-
dows is intimidating and very risky. Total failure to boot
Windows is a common result.

WUBI to the rescue: The WUBI installer is now
included on every Ubuntu Live CD and easily installs
Ubuntu INSIDE of windows (all versions), and in the
same partition (drive letter) as Windows if you like. The
install process is like any other program installed in
Windows. Installing this way is sooooo easy. Also, when
you want to remove Ubuntu, you just go to Add/Remove
Programs and remove it like any other program running
under Windows.

Dual-boot: After the installation, a new (dual) boot
option screen appears right after power up, allowing you
to select whether you want to run either Windows
standalone or Ubuntu standalone.

Wow, what a great way to play with Linux/Ubuntu
without the hassle of partitioning the hard drive and
dealing with those messy dual-boot managers like GRUB
or GAG. Yuck (Yes, those are real acronyms. Not the
Yuck. It just means yuck). To start the process, you need
an Ubuntu Live (Install) CD that you or a friend has
downloaded and burned. You can also go to the Ubuntu
website and have them mail you a free CD (10 weeks).

To install Ubuntu using WUBI, just insert the
“Ubuntu Install CD” while Windows is running. Do not
boot the CD. The CD should start. If not, go to My
Computer, open the CD and click on wubi.exe. When
you see the opening window, simply select “Install Inside
Windows”.

After that, you answer a few questions about what
drive letter, and how much drive space you want to
allow for Ubuntu. That’s it!

I have tried this under XP and Windows 7 and it is
flawless.

NOTES:
- Hibernation is not supported when installing

Ubuntu via WUBI (for either Windows or Ubuntu).
